No need to remove:  paper clips, stamps, address labels, staples, tape, wire, metal fasteners, rubberbands, plastic spiral bindings, plastic tabs.

Please flatten all cardboard boxes and place under cart lid.

Please note:  Empty and rinse all containers.  Do not flatten containers.
