Mr. Levesque said at the Planning Board meeting last night, they accepted Matrix’s request for their portion of the undeveloped warehouse to be an area of redevelopment.  He said hopefully with that they will be able to fill that space and bring some new ratables to town.  He said that the Municipal Alliance will be meeting in August and Economic Development will not be meeting until September.

Resolution 2011-177
Award of Bid, Competitive Contracting-IT Services 
Ms. Ciaccio said that she made a couple phone calls to find out why we were awarding the contract to O’Brien Consulting Services.  She explained that the other two vendors gave us prices without even coming out to look at our system.  She said that we have been using O’Brien for several years and we feel comfortable with them.  She said that there is also a committee that reviews all of the bidding as well.
Mr. Levesque asked how many hours per month were requested in the specs.
Mr. Roselli said they were asked to provide on an hourly rate, he explained O’Brien’s proposal with regard to the hours.
There was further discussion between Mr. Roselli and Mr. Levesque regarding the hourly rate.

Mr. Witt asked if they could get a copy of the specs.

Ms. Seigfried said that she could get that for them.

Mr. Colarocco explained that he was on the committee that reviewed the bids.  He explained how they came up with the figures.  

Mr. Roselli said that all three vendors were welcome to come in and see what the work entails and make that judgment as to what they were to submit.  He explained further.
There was further discussion between Mr. Roselli and Mr. Levesque regarding mandatory pre-bids.

Mr. Calcagno said that there’s not an issue with the IT services now and others came back with time and material and he came back with a fixed rate, which is good for us.  He said that he didn’t see the specs either, but we have a track record and it’s working well, and he doesn’t see an issue with this.  He said in the future when we put the bid specs together, we should ask for a fixed quote price on a monthly basis with the hourly rate for additional costs so we have a level playing field 

Ms. Seigfried explained that a question was raised with the bidder that appears to be the low bidder with regard to the four hours every other week.  She said that he is in Plainsboro for four hours every other week and what he failed to realize was Plainsboro has a full time IT person on staff in addition to his company.  She feels that the four hours would not nearly be enough. 

There was further discussion on the hours and the rates.

Mr. Calcagno asked if this is a two year contract.

Mr. Levesque said that it’s a two year contract.

In response to Council’s questions, Ms. Seigfried said that she believes the network is included in his price.  She said the extra rate is for something special that the Township may request.

Mr. Calcagno offered the above resolution and moved its adoption as amended.  The motion was seconded by Ms. McGowan.
